Plus, each year we'invite religious visitors to the'school to engage with our
pupils’ in face to face Assemblies or workshops.

We have developed greater links to the R.E. teaching across Campus, in both the Primary and Secondar
schools through our Campus Chaplin. At Kingfisker, we brir\g religions ‘alive’, b teaching R.E. spiri‘tuali’(ﬂ and
faith in a cross curricular way, which includés lots of experiénces, practical tasks and discussions, in order to

* engage our pupils. In this way we aim for all our pupils to have a sound knowledge and understanding of
some of the other lorincilole religions in Great Brifo\in today (Islam, Hinduism, Judaism, Humanism), lolaus ad
healthy respect for those belie{g, practises and traditions Too.

In order to make Religious Education a lively, practical and interesting subject we employ o variety of teaching
methods and link to other curricular areas, such as art, music, literacy, kis‘%orj. We include discussions, speaking &
listening tasks, drama, design technology, assemblies, using artefacts/7props, pictures and stories.

We organise visits to places of worship or invite quests in to school and we include periods of stillness for reflection.
Edch ¢lassroom has d reflection station dnd we'hdve established a Chapel within the school.

We integrate our whole school values in authentic ways throughgut our curriculum and our class enquiry, plus
religious ies‘tivals and events throughout the year. At’least 5% of curriculum time is allocated to R.E. This will usuall

e taught through one R.E. lesson éach week or sometimes das a planned day of R.E. once a half term, when we dive
deeper’into an dspect such as Pilgrimage.
